HealthcareReform Seminar

In October, Brown & Brown Consultants and EMCCC presented this
informative and timely event at DeVry University in Fort Washing-
ton. Invited speaker Lori Rothschild, a member of the national
Health Care Reform Implementation team for United Healthcare
and Greg Lemlek (Brown & Brown Consulting) discussed the im-
plications and changes we can expect as aresult of the new legisla-
tion.

Ms. Rothschild said that the reform addressed increased access for
previously non-insured but did not consider the number of physi-
cians and the time required to accommodate this increase in patient
load. According to the legidation, healthcare exchanges must be
up and running by 2014. Every state has the opportunity to set up
exchanges and, if a state does not, the federal government will.
One of themany questionsthisraisesis, “How do we pay for this?’

Effectivein 2012 and later tax years, employers must include on W-2
statements issued to employees the aggregate cost of employer-
sponsored health benefits. 1t isimportant to note that employersfil-
ing fewer than 250 W-2's are exempt from this reporting.

Economic Development News

At the Fort Washington Hilton Garden Innin December, the EMCCC Government and Economic Devel-
opment Committee was pleased to present the sixth annual Municipal Managers Business Breakfast
which brought together approximately 70 people who learned about the latest economic devel opment
projectsin eastern Montgomery County.

Seven managers representing the townships of Abington, Cheltenham, Horsham, Upper Moreland,
Lower Moreland and Upper Dublin plus Jenkintown Borough updated current projects and objectives
and shared recent budget decisionsrelated to taxes.

Abington. Michael LeFevrereported on new businessesat theWillow GroveMall: Bravo, anItalian
Bistro recently opened; JC Penny and Nordstrom Off the Rack are expected to do so next Spring. The
Old York Road corridor may have anew and expanded Wawaand Toni Roni Restaurant on the former
General Motorssite. Kohl’swill openin 2012 at the former location of Burlington Coat Factory. The
township and L otus are discussing an auto dealership at the former Saturn location next to the BethAm
Synagogue, and Sussman Automotive will open anew Hyuandai deal ership beforethe end of theyear.
Two planning projectsfor Noble Station arein progress: roadway realignment and aparking structure.
Keswick Villageisworking on aplantoimprove and expand parking.

Cheltenham. David Kraynik reported that the final phase of the Easton Road streetscape project is
nearing completion. The former Ashbourne Market property near Elkins Park Station has been pur-
chased by the Creekside Codp, whichwill openinearly 2012. Design and streetscapeimprovementsfor
thebusinessdistrict at Old York and Church Roadsare under consideration. A businessimprovement dis-
trict [BID] effort isunderway in the Cheltenham part of Glenside. A devel oper hasproposed building an
age-restricted community on the 104-acre property where Ashbourne Country Club used to be; the sur-
rounding community has expressed concernsand isopposed to thisoption. Budget talksare currently un-
derway, and thetownship isworking extremely hard to minimize any tax increasethat may be necessary.

Hor sham. WilliamWalker reported that the 2012 budget wasjust passed with no tax increase. Hewas
pleased that the five major office parksin Horsham are 88-90% occupied. Four shopping centershaveva:
cancies. Comcast moved into the township thisyear bringing 1,100 new jobs. Four optionsfor mixed use
have been proposed to redevel op the property of The Willow Grove Naval Air Base. The public over-
whelmingly wantsatown center there; other ideasinclude aschool, assisted living and open space. The
most current draft plansfor thisexpected 15-year project can befound at www.hlra.org.

Jenkintown. New Borough Manager Carolyn Hanel reported that Jenkintown was recently identified
as one of the 15 Best Communitiesto Raise Kids. She was pleased that the streetscape project on Old
York Road is50% complete and will resumethis Spring. The Jenkintown businessdistrict recently voted
not to renew their BID and isreorganizing. A new Hiway Theatre sign resembling the original onewas
funded by afacade grant. Several new businessesincluding Leila’s Bistro on West Avenue have opened.
Mercantiletax revenueincreased by 30%, apositiveindicator of thefuture.

Lower Moreland. Rick Méellor explained that the Philmont Avenue corridor hasbeen rezoned to al-
low improvements and enhancementsfor attracting new business. Grant opportunitiesfor streetscape
improvementsa ong Huntingdon Pike, their largest businessdistrict, are being researched.

Upper Dublin. Paul Leonard stated that Upper Dublinisinvesting heavily inflood control to protect
thetownship including Fort Washington Industrial Office Park, which has 15,000 employees. A 2.5%tax
increaseis proposed to fund two large flood-mitigation dams, and they are studying waysthat road recon-
